SAVE OUR SOAP S:  We did it!

ABC Television 

Network  confirmed 

on July 7 that they 

have licensed All My 

Children  (AMC) and 

One Life To Live  

(OLTL) , two popular  

soap operas with a 40 

year history on their major network, to Prospect Park  (PP), a 

multi -media company helmed by Rich Frank and Jeff 

Kwatinetz, two heavy hitters with proven track records in  many 

aspects of the entertainment industry.  

     ABC announced last April that AMC and OLTL would go off 

the air forever in September and January respectively.  Millions 

of fans objected!  To quote Susan Lucci, ñThe fans [were] on 

fire,ò and protest rallies ensued nationwide .  But this new deal 

with PP allows them to take over production and continue both 

shows online.  Fans are still hoping for some kind of television 

option  (cable? on demand?); nothing has been ruled out in PPôs 

ñmulti-platform deal.ò  

     Further d etails are still fuzzy at this point.  No actors or 

actresses have been approached with contracts yet, but July ha s 

traditionally been a hiatus month for these year-round serial 

dramas.  What we do know is that the creator of both shows 

(theyôre ñsister soapsò), Agnes Nixon , and AMCôs revered 

head writer, Lorraine Broderick , are both on board.  Thatôs a 

good sign that quality will be ensured and many of our favorite 

performers will follow.  

     Other fans have speculated on how PP will make these two 

soaps financially viable on the web.  If ABC thinks theyôre too 

expensive for their forum, how will they fare elsewhere?   

 



     My suggestion, originally proposed to ABC and recently 

pitched to the PP folks, is to move production to Atlanta , a 

more affordable alternative  to Los Angeles (AMC) and NYC 

(OLTL).   The State of Georgiaôs 30% tax incentives  make 

filming here very attractive for any production company.  Cast 

and crew will also enjoy a lower cost of living.   Several 

television shows, including the Emmy -nominated The Walking 

Dead, currently film in the ATL .  According to L.A. casting 

agent Garia Davis  at this year's Atlanta Film Festival , Atlanta 

is ñthe buzzò of todayôs entertainment industry.  

     Proving Gariaôs point, my wife 

and I ran into OLTL actor John 

Wesley Shipp  [left] , recently 

killed off as Eddie Ford on the 

show, in Trader Joeôs Buckhead 

store.  John has moved to Atlanta 

in search of acting opportunities 

and he's doing well: expect to see 

him playing Kathy Griffin's 

estranged husband on Drop 

Dead Diva , a Lifetim e Network  

show that is filmed  locally in 

Peachtree City, and he's racked up 

another feature film credit, too.   

     If youôd like PP to catch the Atlanta buzz, too, drop them a 

line.  If youôre an actor or if you work in television/film 

production  in any capacity, send them your resume (see DLIôs 

April 2010 issue on how to write one properly).  It would be so 

peachy to have these year-round producti ons in the ATL.
