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BEER WARS:  Customer tasting 

decides Fado’s new brews!

Fado Irish Pub’s Atlanta location in upscale Buckhead treated local residents 

to a beer tasting to decide which new brews they would rotate into their already 

vast, sudsy repertoire.  Here’s how smoothly their Beer Wars went down.  

     Rooftop bartender Andrew served up a Paulaner Oktoberfest-Marzen, a 

lager with a soft malty finish to get the group started, although we were not 

scoring it.  The real taste testing began when Trey Hudson, the distributor’s 

regional manager introduced us to Paulaner Hefeweizen, first brewed in 1634 

and currently the #1 selling hefeweizen in the world.  A 70% wheat/30% barley 

concoction, German law had to be changed in the 17th Century to allow wheat 

to be used!  They take their beer very seriously, so much so that the Paulaner 

Hefeweizen is not garnished with an orange like so may others.  That’s 

considered unnecessary and insulting.  Next up, Paulaner Salvator was once 

referred to by the vegan monks of that era as “liquid bread,” a staple they 

needed in winters when vegetables were scarce.  Undisputedly the smoothest 

high gravity beer I’ve ever tried, this double bock is not the result of a hastened 

roasting process and therefore does not produce that annoying spiky aftertaste.  

After the depth of the Salvator, Trey switched gears with Paulaner Pils, a 

Czech-style pilsner to cleanse the palate like a sorbet.  Bottled, it was 

completely crisp and refreshing; Trey suggests it’s even better on draught.

     Switching regions, the tasting turned its 

attention to England with Fuller’s Honey 

Dew, a 100% organic U.S. FDA certified 

charmer not yet available in the United 

States.  Made with honey imported from 

Argentina, it was more crisp than syrupy 

and was well received.  Also from 

Fuller’s, we tried their London Pride and 

ESB, the latter a CAMRA Awards winner 

voted the U.K.’s best tasting beer.  

Everything was very good, but before we 

could conclude and tally scores for the 

evening, Fado’s Director of Marketing, 

John Piccirillo, threw down a blind 

challenge: Paulaner’s Hefeweizen against 

local favorite Blue Moon.  Without its 

usual orange slice garnish, the Blue Moon 

could not hold up next to Paulaner and 

came across watery in comparison.  It was 

a unanimous finding.  
 

 
 

     Scored on a scale of 1 to 6, the beers that emerged as winners were Paulaner 

Salvator at #1 with the Hefeweizen and ESB coming in second.  Fuller’s Honey 

Dew also showed well.  Fado’s Beer Wars truce was to add the Salvator and 

ESB for the remainder of the winter and introduce the Paulaner Hefeweizen and 

Fuller Honey Dew this summer.

Last year, AJFF attracted nearly 20,000 viewers with almost one 

quarter of attendees being non-Jews.  Here are showings that 

will undoubtedly appeal to Don’t Label It!’s eclectic, gay, and 

music/film-loving demographics.  
 

The “Socalled” Movie

     Presented by ACCESS—The Young 

Adult Division of the Atlanta Jewish 

Committee—as the festival’s annual 

Young Professionals Night, this 

journey through film is every hispter’s 

dream of collaborating art mediums.  

This documentary’s prolific, unique 

subject lives it.  Socalled, as he was 

dubbed in a high school band, is a  

Canadian rapper, pianist and composer—but his shows, and his 

life, are so much more than that.  The vocalist for his main act, 

Katie Moore (appearing with him on Feb. 9), comes from a 

bluegrass background while he blends traditional Jewish song, 

klezmer, funk, and hip hop.  He is also a filmmaker and, in 

similar juxtaposition to that of Exit Through The Gift Shop, his 

narrative short films are inserted as their own chapters in this 

punchy biopic.  One impromptu narrative short stars a former 

James Brown trombonist with whom he tours—a tour that 

culminates joyously at Harlem’s Apollo Theater.  

     Socalled also writes comics, organizes an 11-night river 

cruise in the Ukraine to reflect upon his grandfather’s roots, 

tours Europe, and longs to show us “the cutest boy in his bed” 

 



(yep, he’s gay!), but can’t because the lad is camera shy.  

Researching vintage gay porn gives him the idea to create a 

silent film-era soundtrack to a montage he creates, performed 

live to a sold out theater while the graphic images show 

overhead.  At 32, the rapidity with which he leaps from one cool 

idea to another keeps perfect pace for AJFF’s intended youthful 

audience, as does the film.  Socalled is all over the place and, as 

likeable as he is quirky, you want to go with him.

     Imagine Stonewall in 1998.  That 

was the year Israel’s gay community 

definitively declared they would no 

longer be moved.

Filmmaker Yair Qedar, also 

the editor the Tel Aviv’s first GLBT 

publication, Pink Times, had been 

documenting his community’s 

progression, beginning with his own, 

from that seminal time.  Like Stonewall, a lesbian was the 

catalyst:  Ellyot, an out punk musician who openly sang about 

liking women and never cowered to the police.  This film is a 

great look at another country’s struggle, in another time, fighting 

for gay and lesbian equality.
