The following months proved perilous for them when their
parent company folded and the bankruptcy court seized all
assets. With the foresight of that inevitability, others took their
stab at publishing their own versions of the big two with
varying results. I got caught up in the fray and ended up as
Interim Editor of the short-lived ATL Free Press. 1learned a
lot, which is what we all should be trying to achieve. And I
kept doing this ‘zine the whole time.
