CODEPENDENT LESBIAN SPACE ALIEN SEEKS SAME is a 

hilarious, black & white homage to both Ed Wood and 

Kevin Smith . Its sharp spin on the endangered 

romantic comedy genre is highly effec tive  and 

universally enjoyable . Debuting at Sundance last 

January, this month Atlanta Film Festival  brings it 

to a galaxy near you  as a ñPink Peach ò contender.  

     Jane works in a quirky stationery shop 

reminiscent of Smithôs Clerks  convenience store  

complete with  a recurring , seemingly  nonsensical 

customer . Jane  just canôt seem to connect with 

anyone . Even with the help of her therapist, she 

canôt figure out if a note that fell from a 

spaceship asking her out was a dream or a real 

invitation . Maybe i tôs both.   

     Zylar, Barr, and Zoinx have been displaced to 

planet Earth from their far away planet, Zots, 

because their propensity for love is destroying 

Jane:  So, are they going to 

beam you up or something?  
 

Zoinx:  No, I will have to take 

the F Train, and then a bus to 

the designated launching place.  

 



Zotsô ozone layer. The Zotsians are gays and 

lesbians, of course, because theyôre superior 

beings (wink, wink) . Zots ô leaders are sure that if 

the love - struck subjects spend enough time on the 

third rock from the sun, the dating games of its 

native inhabitants will render them so hurt and 

bitter that they will never be able to love again . 

Then they can  safely come home .  

     Initially, the Zots lot comes  across like 

diehard DragonCon enthusiasts in their Saturday 

Night Live  Conehead - like attire . But as the film 

progresses, they seem no more socially estrange d 

than the humans they closely encounter in e clectic 

Brooklyn, New York . As Zylar and Barr strive not to 

be a couple, Zoinx, played wildly woodenly by Susan 

Ziegler, meets the earthly Jane and their ritual 

begins.  
 

 
Susan Ziegler as Zoinx and Lisa Haas as Jan e  

 

     Meanwhile, inept, government issued ñmen in 

blackò donôt so much pursue the aliens as much as 

they aloofly mingle near them . When the space 

travelers literally stumble by them, they never 

manage to engage . Much like Smithôs Jay and Silent 

Bob, they ob serve and comment, but consistently  



 

     Filmmaker Madeleine Olnekôs attention to 

detail is so splendidly t horough.  Janeôs retro 

furnished apartment hints to Ed Woodôs 1950s era 

and, with visions of angora - sweatered Johnny Depp 

in our heads , enhances the awkwardness of her first 

intimacy with Zoinx . The cheaply produced space 

effects are also endear ingly Woodsian . A br ief 

cameo by ABC Newsô Diane Sawyer is a sweet treat . 

And lesbians light years from now may want to 

replicate the most bumbling, improvised  conga line 

ever .

Thereôs a quiet dignity about these Indian gays, even as 

they describe quack doctors with anti - homo homeopathic 

tinctures, a suicide attempt  ( a crime in their country ) , 

and angry situations comi ng out to their parents . The 

parents interviewed seem reticent  but always loving, 

displaying  varying levels of acceptance.   But Sulati 

will never know what her motherôs reaction would have 

been, be cause she passed away before any  discussion  of 

lesbianism. That melancholic  longing washes over each 

frame with beauty , pride  and love.

     A collection of commentary from ABBA songwriter and 

band leader Benny Andersson, Mamma Mia!  actress 

Christine  Baranski, the albumôs engineering producer Don 

DiLego, Frank DeCaro, Ari Gold, Carson Kressley, Graham 

Norton, author Dr. Esther Newton, and comedy writer to 

the stars, Bruce Vilanch, is very impressive. The origin 

of 20th century female impersonation is explored going 

back to vaudeville through its mainstream acceptance by 

heterosexual audiences in the  1970s. Joan Rivers recalls 

earlier years of her stand - up comedy career working with 

drag queens and generously applauds them for their 

tradition of toughne ss.   

     But this documentary reminds us that drag queens 

are more than just the famously co ined ñfierce.ò It 

depicts them as among the bravest members of the gay 

community.  If thereôs been a dearth of ABBA remakes, 

itôs probably because nobody else would have the guts or 

theatricality to pull it off as splendidly as the se 

dames.
